3.02 Installation 

     A.  Comply with manufacturer’s instruction and recommendations for particular conditions of installation in each case.

     B.  Mount fabric retaining tracks direct to drywall or to 1”x3” furring on joists.

     C.  Set levels for penetrations.  May require extension boxes, alternate blocking or wood framing. 
     D.  Attach Acoustic core making joints as tight as possible.  Fill seams with acoustic caulk to prevent see-through.

     E.  Fabric labeled for direction.  Carefully cut penetrations after fabric stretched into place.
3.04 Material Storage and Protection 
     A.   Protect ceiling system from damage.   
     B.   Store in a dry place, out of the elements.
