B.  Tolerance.  QuietZone Acoustic Wall Framing tolerances are:  Length and depth -1/8”, width -1/16”.
 C.  Identification.  QuietZone Acoustic Wall Framing is identified by a stamp indicating the product,

      manufacturer’s name and product code.

Do not proceed with installation until unsatisfactory conditions have

      been resolved.  

3.02 Installation 

     A.  Comply with manufacturer’s instruction for particular conditions of installation.

           QuietZone Wall Framing members may be laid out and assembled on the floor/deck 

           in the conventional manner. 

     B.  The structural member of the stud is attached flush to the top and bottom plates.  The 

           resilient member is not attached and extends approximately 1/8” past the top and bottom plates.
           The resilient member will face the same direction over the entire wall area.
3.04 Material Storage and Protection 
     If stored prior to installation, need to be protected from the weather.     
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
